A new innovation for the 2013 Universiade is the advent of an electronic medical record keeping system. The Canadian Athlete Monitoring Program (CAMP), by ‘Smartabase’, has been operational since 2011 and has been used for a number of games now including the London 2012 Olympics. This type of record keeping allows our health care team to review all of an athlete’s relevant health history, medications and any documents that are uploaded prior to the Games. The more information that we have, the better equipped we will be to ensure that we can concentrate on our main goals – the athlete’s health and performance.
CAMP uses an industry-leading database solution, which provides our designated Health Care members with instant, web-based access to centralized health data anywhere at any time.
There are a few things that all athletes and staff will be required to do in order to be entered into the system. Everyone will receive an email that will instruct them how to login to the system. A Pre-Participation Evaluation (PPE) questionnaire will need to be filled out and any documents pertaining to any important aspect of their care needs to be uploaded. Finally, the Medication Review Form will now be done online, facilitating the process of ensuring that there is no risk to a doping infraction.
